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The name of the lady whose bloodied
ghost has been seen running away from
her phantom executioner on Tower Green.
Edward V and his brother, Richard, Duke
of York, are said to haunt this place at the
Tower of London.

The ghost of Henry VI has been seen here,
sitting and praying.

The ramparts of the Tower are said to be
haunted by this poet, soldier and explorer.
The illegitimate son of this king is said to
haunt the battlements between the Bell
Tower and Beauchamp Tower.

This earl haunts the Martin Tower roof.
The ghost of this former Tower prisoner
was seen leading a procession of ghosts in
the Chapel of St Peter ad Vincula.

The ghost of this animal was seen by a
guard at the Martin Tower in 1816.

This Bible translator haunts St Magnus
the Martyr Church, where he was once
rector.
